The Consignor or owner of the horse is responsible for announcements fr om the stand and for
information printed in the catalog. This Sale is not responsible for the information provided.

1.  NO WARRANTY. Each horse is being sold "as is, where is".  ChickÕs Riding Horse Sales shall not
be liable or responsible for any representation or misrepresentation made by owner or party entering
a horse. This sale makes no guarantee or warranty of any kind as to the soundness, condition or other
quality or characteristic of any horse sold at this sale.  The owner and/or party entering horse are the
responsible parties for all representations of animals. The sale is not responsible for any unsound-
ness whatsoever and no animal can be rejected by the purchaser or his agent for any circumstance
nor for any reason real or unreal. There is no warranty expressed or implied by this sale as to the
merchantability or fitness of any animal for a particular purpose. When the auctioneer's gavel falls
on the final bid, the animal is sold.

2.  BIDDING PROCEDURE. There shall be no minimum bids. The highest bidder shall be the pur-
chaser. Seller has the right to set a reserve price. This sale or the auctioneer reserves the right to reject
any or all bids. Should any dispute arise between or among two or more bidders, the auctioneer shall
adjudicate the dispute, and this decision shall be absolute, final and binding upon all parties. Bids
acknowledged by bid spotters employed by this sale are recognized as if tendered to the auctioneer.

3.  TITLE, RISK, DELIVER Y OF ANIMAL. Title to the animal passes to the purchaser immediate-
ly upon the fall of hammer. Therewith the purchaser assumes all risk and responsibility of the horse.
The purchaser may take custody and control of the animal immediately upon the fall of the hammer,
however, such custody and control shall not constitute legal delivery, which will be made only after
the purchaser has presented himself to the sale cashier and made settlement. The purchaser is respon-
sible for removing the horse from the stable area by 9:00 p.m.

4.  SETTLEMENT . All purchasers shall make settlement with the cashier of the sale immediately fol-
lowing purchase in U.S. funds in the form of: currency, certified check, cashier's check or travel-
er's checks only. PERSONAL CHECKS MUST BE APPROVED PRIOR TO PURCHASE BY
SALE MANAGEMENT. *There will be a 5% buyerÕs premium. (* The buyer’s premium will be
waived with any cash or check purchases.) Any person acting as agent will be personally liable for
any obligations on the behalf of another. In the event of default, the seller shall reclaim the horse or
pursue all other legal remedies. 

5.  REGISTRATION CERTIFICA TES. No registered horse will be sold without the original signed
registration certificate. All registration certificates and eligibility papers will not be released until set-
tlement is made by purchaser. Personal checks will be held 30 days to clear the bank before regis-
tration certificates will be released. Facsimiles and/or copies of such certificates and eligibility are
provided solely for the perusal of purchasers and are not to be construed as legal documents.

6.  ANNOUNCEMENTS. Announcements from the auction block shall take precedence over any
printed information or previously publicized information or material.This sale is not responsible
for statements made by owners or consignors pertaining to consigned animals, nor is the sale respon-
sible for printed statements. The owner is the responsible party for all such statements.

7.  ChickÕs Riding Horse Sales and/or Chick's or their officers, employees or agents are not responsible
for any loss, injury or action from any accident that takes place before, during, or while this sale is
in progress. All purchasers, spectators and any other persons absolve from responsibility all of the
above in the event of accident, injury or loss to persons or property. Please be careful in inspecting
horses at any time while on the grounds or in the sales ring!

8.  GUARANTEE: Any buyer who purchases a horse which is guaranteed by the sellerÕs statement
across the auction block to be 100% sound will have a three (3) day trial period to determine sound-
ness. Buyer has the right, at buyers expense, to an examination by the sale veterinarian at any time
before the horse leaves the grounds. If the horse is not 100% sound as stated, the buyer  has the right
to return the horse to the seller, and the sale contract will be null and void.  In accordance with this
policy, if a horse is returned, the buyer agrees to pay all fees involved with transportation, board, and
all other sales fees.
